Chippenham Junction:
 
This has been bought up by a number of residents in the north of the ward as an eyesore, and the junction and surrounding areas have also been mentioned by our neighbourhood warden as suffering an increase in dumping.
 
Councillor Bush proposes running a focused Clean Up Day in that area, focusing not just on litter-picking but also on going into shops to discuss problems and to give out more clean up stickers, doorknocking and letter-dropping on Saltram crescent regarding dumping in the former Big Black Bin area, and on linking with the Chippenham Gardens group in Brent to identify areas for planting and attention in the future.
 
The plan is to involve the Chippenham Pub in this, so that we will have a place to meet during the Clean Up day and also so that we can involve the manager of the pub in our efforts. We didn't discuss a possible date,but if this is something that you might be interested in getting involved in please let me know and I will find a convenient date for everyone.
 
Training:
 
Councillor Bush is interested to know if any members of the JTRA are looking for training in any subject related to running resident's associations, planning local activities or events, or any other area which might be helpful in supporting you to get more active in the community.
 
Maida Hill Place:
 
Four focus groups have taken place, asking a range of residents what they would like from Maida Hill Place. Information:
 
The plan to get the wall in front of RBA and Sainsburys removed is plodding along slowly - we have recieved informal support from all the relevant parties, and are now looking for formal permission in addition to some quotes as to the cost of removal. If you know or could reccommend a building for for us to approach for a quote please let me know.
 
Discussions are ongoing about Fermoy Road Firegate - I am currently working on creating plans for a number of 'options' based on the differing views of those consulted. These will be placed online as part of a survey about the future of the firegate which will be available at harrowroadblog.com shortly. We are also looking for costings for the removal of the gate and for each of the replacement schemes suggested.
 
The Harrow Road One Stop Shop is planned to close by the end of the year, and will be replaced with a housing advice service. This means that your nearest One Stop is likely to be in Church Street or Victoria - we will let you know once all closures are finalised. In the meantime you can still visit One Stop for advice, information or to pay your bills. The Citizens Advice Bureau should remain as it is currently.
